The purposes of this study were to examine: 1) The characteristics of figures of speech. 2)

Thai political situations as through the use of figures of speech in the S.E.A. Write Award Literature.

The data were collected from five S.E.A. Write Award literary works depicting Thai
politics. They were “Pheang Khwam Khloean Wai" by Nawarat Pongpaiboon, “Khun Thong Jao Ja
Klab Moe Fa Sang” by Atsiri Thammachod, “Natakam Bon Lan Kwang” by Komtuan Kantanu, “Baj

Mai Thii Hat Pai” by Jiranan Pitpreecha and “Prachatipatai Bon Sen Khanan” by Win Reawwarin.

The study revealed that there were 9 types of figures of speech found in the five literary
works under siudy. 1) Personification 2) Rhetorical Question 3) Paradox 4) Simile 5) Synecdoche
6) Symbol 7) Metaphor 8) Metonymy 9) Hyperbole or Overstatement. Moreover, the Thai politics

were also well reflected through the use of the figures of speech.
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
